The storage units and
office trailer have been
moved to the north of
the bathrooms, west of
the stone house remains
in preparation for the
construction of the new
visitor center/ranger
office.

Goodan Ranch- a
review:

Located on the southeast
corner of Poway, north
of Santee and east of
Miramar, Stonebridge
and Scripps Ranch, the
more than 2000 acres of
Goodan Ranch
(managed by a JPA) and
Sycamore County Open
Space (S.D.County)
together represent an
area that should be
considered for Historical
Status. (Rural Historic
Landscape).
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There are more than 6

Native American sites.

From 1889 to 1905 there
was the Stowe Post
Office, probably located
in homesteaders homes.

From 1890 to 1903 there
was a Stowe School
(The site is now actually
located just north of the
property lines).

From the mid 1930’s to
the 1950’s the family
retreat for Roger and
May Chandler Goodan
consisted of several
buildings.

In 1974 the
“Frontiersman Gun
Club” had a range here.

In Jan. 2003, the Stowe
Trail achieved

Millenium Status. In
2006 County Supervisor
Jacobs negotiated the
acquisition of a few
acres connecting the
recreational trail through
Sycamore Canyon to
Santee Lakes.

In Oct. 2003 most of the
vegetation and buildings
located in this park were
destroyed by fire. The
farm equipment shed
which was built with
railroad rails and
corrugated sheet metal
stands as does the
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windmill at the south
end of the ranch
compound.

Following the fire,
extensive surveys were
conducted revealing
probable homestead
sites from the 1890’s,
and more Native
American artifacts and
sites.

The JPA approved a
plan to build a new
ranger station/visitor
center in 2004.
Construction should
begin by late 2006.
(see
www.goodanranch.org
for the plans).

The Friends of Goodan
Ranch would like to
restore the remains of
the Ranch House as a
Ranger Residence and
an historic building.
The JPA felt that this
would be difficult and
costly but a proposal
from Augustine Co.
suggests it could be
done.

This area is a haven for
wildlife and vegetation;

more than 4 threatened
plant species are found
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here.Several areas are
full of native grasses.
Part of the olive grove,
as shown on a 1929
aerial photo, remains.
It is also well used by
bicyclists, equestrians
and hikers.

the 1940's and 1950's.

It starts
with Otis Chandler and
his first and second
wives. Ranger Maureen
was given a copy.

Karen Larsen-Gordon
was planning a get-
together for 8/13 and
asked those who could
come to bring an
appetizer.

We need to keep
following 2 issues: the
Water District's San
Vicente Pipeline and
SDG&E's Powerlink.
Phoenix Von Hendy
pointed out that MWD is
once again looking to
raise the height of San
Vicente dam by 117
feet, a proposal that
encountered stiff
opposition when first
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proposed several years
ago due to the amount of
additional land that will
be flooded. At that

time, MWD had scaled
back their proposed
height to 54 feet.

Robert Coates, who
passed away 2 weeks
ago, was our Vice
President. Ann Laux
has agreed to finish out
his term until new
elections are held in
Nov.

Next meeting will be
Monday, November 6 at
7 p.m. at Coco's Poway.

Critters in the grass
Monitoring the
endangered plants
located in
Goodan/Sycamore is an
annual event. This year
volunteers were attacked
by chiggers. The mature
chigger will lay a nest of
eggs with up to 400
larvae emerging.
(itty-bitty - 1/150th of a
centimeter).
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Chiggers are more
common in Mexico and
the south, but

obviously are making
themselves known after
rainy spells here. The
bugs don't get the
nutrition they need from
our tissues, so will
subsequently die.
Unfortunately, it

can take up to 2 months
for that to happen. The
chiggers have injected a
toxin in us to dissolve
flesh for their feeding.

The following quotes
tell of some of our
problems and remedies:
"l was prescribed
Prednizone for 12 days,
and advised to use

cold compresses on the
bites for a day or two,
then heat. | have been
lathering cortisone
cream on the bites and
took antihistamines.”

"l was advised to paint
clear nail polish on the
bites to minimize itching
(a remedy from the
south). Also, | have been
using Campho-Phenique
pretty successfully to
ease the itching”.

“I read one should wash
clothes in hot water and
did that but just as with
poison oak, hot water on
the skin results in only a
temporary dump of the
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anti-histamines. | started
itching at my ankles,
then behind my knees.
Now | have thigh and
arm spots that were not
there initially”.

"I think mine are gone.
My guess is that they
couldn't stand the heat
and immersion in my

hot tub, where the temp
is 104 degrees. | have no
new bites I'm aware of”.

"l did the RID Shampoo
that was recommended.
That was last night. It
was just in case they
were still around. After
carefully reading the
label, | applied the
shampoo to my feet and
chest where the bites
were. | wet my self first,
then applied the
shampoo. | left it on for
ten minutes (I read a
good novel while
waiting!) before rinsing
it off.”

"Topically, | used a
spray, Caldecort, which
is a Hydrocortisone
spray. That stopped the
itching. Today | have no
itching (knock on wood,
cross my fingers).”
Harriette M. Wade,

*Emma Fischer, Stowe
Post Office from 1893 —
1897, whose children
are listed in the Stowe
School Census 1893 —
1898 lived in the El
Cajon Valley for 60
years. She died
2/5/1943. Daughter
Josephine married
Charles Bottroff. Other
daughters were Mrs.
Cameron of Santee,
Mrs. John Grisson of
Tacoma, WA, and Mrs.
Abert Nelson
(Healdsburg).

*Josephine Scripps lived
near the intersection
where Carlton intersects
Mission Gorge Blvd.

Her Ranch burned in
1960. This area is at the
south end of Sycamore
Canyon.

*The Rise and Fall of
the El Cajon, CA Raisin
Industry, 1873-1920a
thesis by Victor Wm.
Geraci, Spring 1991.
“Poor crops, recession
and poor management
led to the dissoulution of
the El Cajon association
in 1906. San Diego
County production
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dropped from a high of
15,204,430 pounds in
1910 to a low of
570,000 pounds in
1915".
