Financial report by Treasurer
DeAnne Erickson:

$2,332.68 in checking,
$7,683.20 in the Memorial
Fund, $5,156.53 in CD-36
and $6,683.20 in CD-35
totaling: $20,574.44. In
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addition, the County of San
Diego Parks Society is
holding donated funds
designated for use at Goodan
Ranch.

Old Business

1) Sunrise PowerLink — 2010
construction completion is in
guestion due to lack of
substantiated need. Rulings
and a revised EIR are due in
early '08.

2) Historic District
Designation — Vonn Marie
May has been referred to the
Friends by Cailin Hunsaker
and Lynn Christenson
regarding restoration of the
ranch house. Sessions with
Ms. May are $100 and
payment is to be negotiated
between the Friends and the
County of San Diego. A key
to acquiring the historic
district designation is to have
a storyline for Stowe.

Future dates are to be
established for meeting with
Paul Johnson, an historic
architect, in regards of
reporting the viability of
rebuilding the ranch house.
Also, Wayne Donaldson, a
California State Historic
Preservationist, will be in San
Diego for a meeting of other
historic preservationists.

The Goodan family continues
to contribute photos.

John and Charlene Cameron
were interviewed by Gloria
Hinckley about the Fischer

family of Stowe. John is the
grandson of the Fischer
homesteaders and is very
interested in visiting the
Goodan Ranch/Sycamore
Canyon area in the near
future. A granite block from
the Santee quarry was
donated. Thank you!

3) A map created by the
County of San Diego of the
thornmint populations as
surveyed in 2007 was
presented.

4) Construction barriers are
down around the new
ranger’s office and visitor
center building.

5) Carol reported
participation in several
meetings regarding the
displays in the visitor center.
It was suggested the
memorial funds be used for
red tail hawk and rattlesnake
taxidermies — ultimately to be
used in the new building.

6) Rancho
Encantada/Stonebridge
proposed trail systems and
gates for egress are scheduled
to be “truthed” by Cailin
Hunsaker and others in the
near future.

New Business

Reports:

1) Wildlife Survey - Phoenix
stated that a recent wildlife

survey yielded signs of fox,

fawns and roadrunner.
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2) New Construction — Carol
reported that the JPA would
be hosting their next meeting
in October, possibly in the
new visitor center at Goodan,
at which time the official
grand opening might be held.

3) A proposal has been made
by the County of San Diego
to have members of the
Friends of Goodan
Ranch/Sycamore Canyon
staff the new visitor center. 2
or 4-hour shifts were
discussed, as well as the
frequency and days of each
month. In addition, questions
were asked about
requirements for county
volunteer training, shirts or
uniforms and other security
issues. More discussion is to
be held at the next meeting.

4) A request has been made
to have business cards
created and an update on the
tri-fold brochure. Karen will
work on the business cards
and Ann will launch the
brochure revisions.

5) Carol met with Doug
Wescott of the San Diego
Conservation Resource
Network in order to respond
to questions about how
SDCRN can meet the needs
of the Friends.

The meeting was adjourned
at 8:15p.m.
